If there is a tie between the scoring judges’ points on a three judge panel, the Presiding Judges points will be considered to break the tie.  If a tie still exists the scoring judges will make the decision based on a general consensus.  In a two judge panel the attorney and witness awards will be based on both judges points added together. If a tie exists on a two judge panel, the scoring judge will decide the winner. 
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
