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Project Citizen

What is Project Citizen?

Project Citizen is a portfolio-based civic education project for middle and high school students as well as youth groups and is designed to promote competent and responsible participation in state and local government.  Project Citizen actively engages students in learning how to monitor and influence public policy and encourages civic participation among students, parents, and members of the community.

How does Project Citizen Work?

Project Citizen curriculum involves a group of students in a series of structured, cooperative learning activities, which are guided by their teachers and adult volunteers.  Working on cooperative teams, the students learn to interact with their government by using a six-step process.

1. Identify a problem to study

2. Gather information

3. Examine solutions

4. Develop a public policy

5. Develop an action plan

6. Culminating activities

This six-step process is explained using the Level I (Grades 5-8) or Level II (Grades 5-12) Project Citizen textbook.   Project Citizen textbooks can be purchased by going to: http://store.civiced.org.  OCLRE receives 40% of the net sales of all merchandise sold through the website.  OCLRE also has books available for distribution for a $5 fee per book shipping fee. 
When the project is complete the teachers and students may choose to create a portfolio containing written statements, charts, graphs, photos and original artwork to present to judges at an in school showcase.
