What does FCAP stand for in Dr. Dana Brody's statement?     Fellow of the College of American Pathologists
 

We understand that the Fourteenth Amendment and the ORC items are not formal exhibits.     However, if we use them as a visual or reference in questioning, do we need to submit them as an exhibit type in pre-trial?   No, not as an exhibit, but if used as demonstrative, it should be given to opposing counsel

Do we need further clarification or definition on Limited Autopsy and the Extent of the Consent that was given?  No further clarification is necessary
     

If both of the Medical Ethicists serve on separate Boards, can they be questioned on all 10 guidelines in the Exhibit?  Both of the medical ethicists may be questioned on all 10 guidelines in the Exhibit. They are universal guidelines.

In the Case Introduction on page 7 in the case materials, it states "The trial for the mock trial competition will focus only upon whether the coroner's actions constituted an impermissible taking of property without due process of law.” Should teams focus on the qualified immunity element at all?  No, teams should not focus on qualified immunity.

Though students are encouraged to be creative in their role playing of witnesses, such role playing should not be allowed to unduly affect the competition.  Accordingly, judges may deduct points for a witness who excessively delays responding to any question and the presiding judge may limit the time allowed for a witness to respond to a question posed.  
 The 11/09/10 Errata Sheet stated that teams should not focus on qualified immunity. It is understood that the focus  is on the impermissible taking of property without due process of law, but may teams address the defense of qualified immunity at all or is it outside the scope of the problem altogether?"  Teams can argue the defense of qualified immunity, but not to the exclusion of addressing the takings question in detail 

In Exhibit A, what do the abbreviations HX and DX mean? HX is abbreviated for history presented and DX is abbreviated for diagnosis
On lines 275 and 276, in Dana Brody's statement, reference is made to a "collaborative multi-million clinical and applied forensic pathology research program."  What does multi-million refer to?  Lines 275 and 276 should read "collaborative multi-million dollar clinical and applied forensic pathology research program."
Is the trial to be bifurcated (i.e., split into two parts - one for liability and one for damages), or are both to be considered at once?  Are we simply to ask the court to find Dana Brody liable, or are we also to ask the court to award damages? The trial is to be bifurcated, the issue is only liability.
